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Retention of records 

254 (1) A municipality shall retain and preserve the records of the municipality and 

its local boards in a secure and accessible manner and, if a local board is a local 

board of more than one municipality, the affected municipalities are jointly 

responsible for complying with this subsection.  2001, c. 25, s. 254 (1). 

Retention periods 

255 (1) Except as otherwise provided, a record of a municipality or local board may 

only be destroyed in accordance with this section.  2001, c. 25, s. 255 (1). 

Destruction of records 

(2) Despite section 254, a record of a municipality or a local board may be 

destroyed if a retention period for the record has been established under this 

section and, 

a) the retention period has expired; or 

 

b) the record is a copy of the original record.  2001, c. 25, s. 255 (2); 2006, c.

Retention periods 

(3) A municipality may establish retention periods during which the records of the 

municipality and local boards of the municipality must be retained and preserved in
