Proposal:  

The applicant is proposing to sever part of the subject property to create one new 

industrial lot and one retained industrial lot. The applicant is proposing to retain the 
existing industrial building on the proposed retained lands.

The property is located in the Industrial (B.3) and Specialized Industrial (B.3-6) 
Zones, according to Zoning By-law (1995)-14864, as amended. The property is also

The applicant proposes to sever a parcel of land with frontage along Imperial Road
