RE: Clair-Maltby Secondary Plan – Open Space System Strategy (Report Number IDE-2020-17) 

 

Mayor and Members of Council, 

We are writing to express our objection to and concerns with respect to the recommendation in the report 

on the Open Space System Strategy (OSSS) for the Clair-Maltby Secondary Plan (CMSP) that will be 

considered by the Committee of the Whole on March 2, 2020.  

Options for Homes is the largest non-profit developer of affordable ownership homes in Canada. Over the 

past 25 years we have built more than 3300 units. We currently have about 600 units under construction 

and about 2,000 units in our development pipeline.  

We currently have an Agreement of Purchase and Sale (APS) for 14 hectares (35 acres) in the Clair Maltby 

Secondary Plan area.  

We object to the proposal in the OSSS to include one 10 hectare Community Park comprised almost entirely 

of the lands in our APS. Our concerns are that this proposal: 

 will significantly reduce the opportunity to build hundreds of units of affordable ownership housing 

for moderate income households  

 is premature in light of the regulatory uncertainty around the transition provisions of Bill 108 and 

associated regulations that will have a fundamental impact on municipalities’ rights and obligations 

with respect to the acquisition of park land and the charges for community benefits 

 has been made without a clear acquisition strategy describing how the City of Guelph will acquire 

and pay for the land 

 is fundamentally unfair in that it effectively devalues the lands covered by our APS to the benefit of 

all the other landowners in the CMSP area 

 does not treat all the landowners in the CMSP area fairly in terms of sharing the park land allocation 

and community benefits 
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We would ask that members of Council  

 defer approval of the Open Space System Strategy (OSSS) until such time as the regulations enacting 

the provisions of Bill 108 are issued by the province 

 direct staff to include in the Open Space System Strategy a plan for treating all the landowners in 

the CMSP area fairly in terms of sharing community benefits including parks.

8.  The consultant shall have the authority to carry out the duties assigned in Schedule A and as proscribed 

from time to time with written instructions and project plans approved by the contractor.  The project 

plan, as approved by the Steering Committee, is attached. It is understood that there may need to be 
reallocations of time between tasks and consultants and that the primary consultant will have the 

authority to make those changes in agreement with the other consultants. 

9.   This agreement and the schedules hereto shall be interpreted in accordance with the law of the 

province of British Columbia.  

10. This agreement and the Schedules hereto constitute the entire agreement between the parties and 

shall not be varied by any oral agreement or representation or otherwise, except in writing and duly 

executed by both parties.  

11. Any notice required to be given hereunder will be delivered by hand or by prepaid registered mail to 

the addresses on the first page of this agreement, and any such notice mailed will be deemed to be 

received within 48 hours after mailing.  

12. This agreement, in and of itself, will not be a determinant factor in whether the consultant will obtain 

any future contracts with the contractor.  

13. Either party may terminate this agreement on twenty-eight days written notice or on completion of any 

phase of the work as described in Schedule A.  

14. That the contractor agrees to pay to the consultant such fees and expense payments as set out in the 

attached Schedule B.
