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RECOMMENDATION

* The present Official Plan, which designates development on the 8 ha
portion of the former Kortright Waterfowl| Park lands on the south
side of Niska Road between Ptarmigan and Pioneer Trail, creates an
immediate threat of loss - not only of 8 ha of parkland but of a
valuable cultural heritage viewscape.

* | urge Council to take immediate action to end the threats by
restoring the open space designation for parkland on the 8 ha in the
current Official Plan update.
