The Committee, having considered whether or not the variance(s) are minor and desirable for the appropriate
development and use of the land and that the general intent and purpose of the Zoning By-law and the Official Plan will
be maintained, and that this application has met the requirements of Section 45 of the Planning Act, R.S.0O. 1990,
Chapter P.13, as amended, passed the following resolution:

That in the matter of an application under Section 45(1) of the Planning Act, R.S.0. 1990, c.P13,
as amended, a variance from the requirements of Section 7.3.5.1 of Zoning By-law (1995)-14864,
as amended, for 67 Kirkby Court, to permit a a minimum building size of 0.61 percent of the lot
area, when the By-law requires a minimum building size of 15 percent of the lot area for lots
between 3 to 10 acres, be refused.

Reasons:

This application is refused, as it is the opinion of the Committee that this application does not meet
all four tests under Section 45(1) of the Planning Act, specifically being that the requested
variance does not meet the general intent and purpose of the Zoning By-law, and it is not minor in
nature.
